Orchards pears in pear juice, Copper Cowbell white cheddar cheese slices, Emergen-C energy drink mix,
Emerald Deluxe mixed nuts, Mocha Rocha candy and Barry's Bakery cinnamon pastry twists.

A daytime basket, served on flights with snack service after 10:30 a.m., initially will include Regenie's pita chips,
Wild Garden hummus, Brother's fuji apple crisps, Emergen-C energy drink mix, Aimond Roca candy and Mrs.
May's cranberry trio bars.
